INSTALLATION
1.  UNPACKING

After unpacking the strobe system, examine it for damage that may have
occurred in shipping. If the equipment has been damaged, do not attempt
to install or operate it. File a claim immediately with the carrier stating the
extent of the damage. Carefully check all envelopes, shipping labels, and
tags before removing or destroying them.

Carefully check contents of the shipping package and verify that you
have received the following items.

UNDERCOVER STROBE LIGHT
INSTALLATION

Remove the front and rear tum signal housings from the vehicle, consult
the owners manual for proper removal of the turn signal housings.

Carefully determine the desired strobe lamp installation location. When
possible, place the strobe insertion hole through a flat surface of the turn
signal assembly and such that the strobe lamp will be in an upright
position. Before modifying the turn signal housings verify that the strobe
lamp cable will not obstruct the re-installation of the turn signal housing.

When installing a 4701-WP strobe lamp, drill a 1.00 inch diameter hole
and work the 4701-WP rubber friction mount base firmly into the hole. An
automotive grade silicon adhesive may be used to seal the 4701-WP
lamp.

When installing a 470-RLWP strobe lamp, drill a 1.375 inch diameter
insertion hole and three mounting screw holes with a # 28 or 9/64 drill bit,
using the M1039 gasket as a template.

An alternating flash pattern is achieved by connecting lamps # 1 through
# 4 around the vehicle in either a clockwise or counter-clockwise
direction. Route the lamp and power cables such that they are not
exposed to sharp or jagged edges.

Refer to the owners manual and re-install the front and rear turn signal
housings.
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
